Interest persons are invited to email the Parish Clerk by 

not later than 5 pm on Friday 8 May 2026 formally declaring their 

willingness to be co-opted and why they wish to be considered. 

To be eligible candidates must be 18 years or over and must in addition 

be either on the electoral roll of the parish or during the whole of the 

past 12 months have either lived in the parish, owned, or leased land 

in the Parish, have their main and only employment in the parish or 

within a 3-mile radius of it.

The vacancy is being formally advertised pursuant to section 87(2) of 

the Local Government Act 1972.
